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Every child is issued a virtual library card when they join the school. They are allowed to borrow one book at a time. Each class are allocated a set day to visit the library (usually one afternoon each week). Additionally, children can use the library during Wednesday and Thursday lunch times to borrow new read. Please note that both books are issued on a 1week loan. If your child wants to keep an item for longer, then it is important that they RENEW the item after 1 week. Every year we have many books that go missing or are not handed back in at an expense to the school, so please do help your child keep track of what they have borrowed. The library is an invaluable resource, which supports and enhances learning. It contains a wide variety of resources which aim to make learning an enjoyable experience, as well as encouraging reading for pleasure. We hope that your child enjoys using the library during their time at Pinchmill Primary School.

Pinchmill Primary School Library Information
Free Reading at Pinchmill Primary School
Becoming a free reader means that your child is able to read any book from the free reader section of the library. The books are sorted into two groups according to the age of the child. Silver Free Reader books are suitable for all KS2 (Years 3-6) children Whereas, Gold Free Reader books are suitable for Years 5 and 6. Becoming a free reader will happen at a different time for each child and depends not only on reading fluency and phonological knowledge, but also on their comprehension skills. It is at the discretion of the class teacher when each child is moved on. Some children become free readers in Year 3. Most children become free readers by the end of Year 4 or Year 5. Once your child is a free reader, they still need to be heard read and to maintain their reading records. Reading records are maintained throughout the school from Year 3 to Year 6.
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
